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Selected West Virginia Newspapers is a full-text database of four West Virginia newspapers, the Charleston Daily Mail (1996-), Charleston Gazette (1997-), Huntington Herald Dispatch (12.14.2007-), and Morgantown Dominion Post (1999-).  NOTE: This is a database of articles written by the staff of each individual paper including unique coverage of local and regional news, companies, politics, sports, industries, cultural activities, and people in the community.  Additional coverage depends on the publishing permissions of each newspaper.   Wire service stories, columns by syndicated columnists, stock reports, etc, may or may not be included.  The database does not include paid advertisements, pictures, cartoons, etc.  
Getting Started
· Access from outside a library requires a username and password.  Contact your academic, public, or school librarian for the login information.
Searching
· On the WVInfoDepot page, click “Selected West Virginia Newspapers”.  When connected to the database, you can choose to search all the papers listed or select an individual paper. 
· On the search page, enter your search term or terms in the box.  Place quotes around phrases.  

· The default search is “All Text”.   You can use the drop-down box to limit the search to the headline, lead paragraph, author, etc.  

· Use multiple search boxes for additional terms or to search by date. 

· When you choose an individual newspaper title, you can browse by date. 

· Once you have entered the date that you wish to browse, the display will change to show the issue you selected divided into sections such as Business, Living, Sports, etc. To view an article, click on the headline in the list.
Your Search Results
· The default display format is First Paragraph but, by using the Article Preview drop-down menu at the bottom of the results page, you can also choose to list results by Keyword-in-Context, or Headline Only.
· To edit or modify your current search, click on the "Edit Search" link at the top of the results display. To start another search, click on “New Search”.
Saving/Printing Your Results
· You must Save articles to activate the print, email, and export features. Check the boxes next to the headlines or the articles you want to save then select an option in the blue box to your right.
· In order to save results for future use you can create a Personal Account.  To access this feature, click on the Log-in key located in the upper right hand corner of the screen. 
Also Available 

· On the initial NewsBank page, you can also click on “Hot Topics”, ‘Special Reports” or “America’s News Magazines”. 

· “Hot Topics” lists topics of current interest and suggests search terms. These are not linked to any results. 

· “Special Reports” searches topics of current interest. Each report includes content from sources throughout the world, current and background information, statistics, maps, images, websites, and suggested search terms. New information is added daily to featured and current reports.
· “America’s News Magazines” provides quick access to about 30 popular news magazines.  Click on a title to search by word or by issue.
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
